The Sudbury Cycling Club is proud to host the Delki-Dozzi End-of-Season Stage Race on Sept 1st and 2nd. The first event (Saturday) will be a Time Trial, and the second event (Sunday) will be a Criterium. Both are on the Delki-Dozzi track. Riders may compete in any one event, however cash prizes will be awarded only for those who compete in both stages. There will be time allotted for a make-up time trial on Sunday for those unable to make Saturday’s race. All riders, volunteers, and their family are invited to attend a post-race social event following shortly after Sunday’s race.

Non Sudbury Cycling Club members may compete in one or both stages by purchasing a “One-Event Membership” of $25.00 (to cover OCA insurance costs) in additional to the event entry fee.

*The track can only accommodate a small number of riders simultaneously in a Time Trail format without risking the unintentional influence of drafting. Therefore riders will be launched at one-minute intervals in groups of five-seven with one group finishing completely before the next begins. All start times for each wave and each rider will be announced at the start. You are encouraged to be at the track for the 09h00 registration, however should you be slightly delayed we may be able to tag the occasional rider on at the end (Please don’t rely on this). Total duration of the event will depend on the number of riders participating. Riding order will be based loosely on riding times with the faster riders going latest. Exceptions may be made to accommodate scheduling in the event someone has to leave early or arrive a little late. This will be on a “best efforts” basis.

Riders may choose to do the TT and the Criterium on Sunday and by doing so be considered in the cash prize awards for overall. In the unintended event that there are many riders competing in the “make-up” TT, the start time for the crit may be delayed. All attempts will be made to avoid such delays and everyone is strongly encouraged to try and do the TT on Saturday if at all possible. 

The overall stage race winners for each category will be determined by the lowest combined time. In the event of a tie in the GC, the winner will be determined by their relative placing in the Criterium race.

Event Rules 

· All those who wish to move from Division B to Division A may do so voluntarily by stating so at time of registration.

· All those who wish to move from Division A to Division B may do so only with the authorization of the Race Coordinator. This must be requested during (or before) registration. The decision to grant this request will be based on the riders known abilities relative to the known abilities of the other registered riders in Division A.

· Registration payment is by cash only (exact denomination greatly appreciated). 

· Cash Prizes will be awarded to the top three riders in each of the six categories noted in the Schedule. The prizes (to the nearest round FIVE dollar) will be determined by the number of entrants in each category and will be distributed an in the table below.

*being this is the end-of-season race, $5 from each racer’s entrant fee MAY be withheld form the prize money to purchase food and beverages for the post-race celebration/meal. This will be determined at race time.

Event Rules for the Criterium

· Any rider dropping out of the race shall immediately notify a commissaire. 

· In cases where more than one group is on the course at the same time, riders must take personal measures to remain separate when overtaking or being overtaken by riders from other groups at all times.  Observation by a race official of a failure to do so could result in a time penalty or a point penalty as deemed suitable by the designated race official. 

· In an effort to help maintain order during these unsanctioned club races, it is requested that no rider from Division B shall overtake any rider from Division A until after lap three and when doing so, must do so in a manner that indicates an attempt to minimize any influence from drafting.

· Lapped riders may be pulled at the order of the commissaires, either after being overtaken or just before being overtaken. Otherwise, lapped riders must remain separate, even when being overtaken by riders in their own group. 

· In the event of a crash or a mechanical failure, riders will be granted one lap without penalty provided there are five or more laps remaining. If four or fewer laps remain, riders will need to continue without a free lap.

· Additional “primes” may be announced on the start line. 

Equipment Rules 

· Riders are required to wear jerseys corresponding to the club or team printed on their license. Independent riders and unlicensed riders are required to wear plain-coloured jerseys with no significant logos, team names or advertising displayed on them. Novice riders are exempt from this rule. 

· Sleeveless jerseys are not permitted. 

· Riders are required to wear hard-shell ANSI or SNELL approved bicycle helmets while racing and also warming up. 

· Novice riders will not have any gear restrictions. 

· The use of glass containers is strictly prohibited during the race. 

Equipment Rules for the Criterium
· As per UCI/CCA Rule 1.3.018, new wheel regulations will be enforced. Only traditional wheels or approved non-traditional wheels are permitted. Consult the list of approved non-traditional wheels at www.uci.ch/english/about/wheels.htm 

· Only standard handlebars are permitted. Handlebar extensions, including time-trial bar extensions or other types of tri-bars, are not permitted. 

Course Description 
The course consists of a 1 km closed circuit (not open to traffic or pedestrians) with rolling hills and features a downhill before a short, flat finish. Riders are encouraged to view the course and the course may be used for warming-up however riders are not permitted to warm-up on the course or otherwise ride the course while other events are in progress.
